· Minutes of the prior meeting dated February 25, 2006 were read and accepted with the correction that convention donations were distributed to Danbury Women’s Shelter, Bridgeport Rescue Mission, Spooner House and the Battered Women’s Shelter.
· Treasurer’s Report: Checking Account Balance $8,311.86. Savings Account Balance $10,291.75; totaling $18,603.61

Old Business

Topic: Book Discrepancies
· There are lost deposits not made from the Convention. St. Vincent’s check was lost and they are reissuing one to us. Other wise it was stated the Board is bonded and they may want to look into having the CNA search for the monies lost. 

New Business

Topic: Convention Feedback

· Some of the comments made was that additional signage was needed to the additional room of vendors. Some of the vendors were not happy with their table placement. Suggestion that next year we either place the “back room” vendors in the front; use the other side annex (to the right) for the additional vendors instead of the back room; or offer a price difference for the back room vendors as opposed to the front vendors. It was also stated that IT support at the Marriot was not great. It was also suggested that an evaluation/ feedback form be handed out to convention goers at the end of the next convention to ask for their feedback. Additionally it was noted that there was too much down time in the itinerary; too much vendor time- condensing this for next year. It was also stated that the vendors should have more to offer at the convention- ie: internship information. It was suggested that for next year we inquire what their presentation will be and what they are offering when they sign up. 

· The need to increase more school’s representation was discussed. A suggestion was made for schools to be adopted by each of us so we can work with a point person to increase that school’s participation.

· Location for the next convention was discussed. It was agreed that Marriot has more room and we had greater attendance than last year. The Marriot requires no deposit, but we need to lock in a date now. It was later motioned to book the Marriot by Danielle and Melanie seconded the motion with all in favor. It was then motioned by Luis to have the 2007 convention on March 2, 2007 with Christy seconding the motion and then all were in favor.  Charlotte will call the Marriot to book. 

· Chris thanked the board , Kris and Charlotte for all of their work on the convention
Topic: CSNA to CNA Liaison
· A need for a CSNA to CNA liaison is needed to orient new grads into the transition to a RN role. Christy Hendri offered to do this.

Topic: Special Olympics

· Chris will be trying to get 2 tents at the Special Olympics. The one we are usually in is the Health Promotion tent in the Healthy Athlete Village. He is trying to get the addition on a Burn Prevention tent. If allotted this new tent it could include burn and fire prevention. We could get a doll house that is wired for fire escape routes as a visual tool, have sun/ skin protection handouts, and have a New Haven Firefighter come to the tent as well. It was also suggested to have a Firefighter come to educate us in advance.
· Special Olympics will be held June 9th -11th. Our tent participation would be on the 10th (possibly from10 am -3pm) and the 11th (possibly from 10 am -2 pm). We need to recruit fellow students to be there to help, especially from other schools. We would have 2 hour volunteer time increments. Charlotte suggested that now is the time to get other school’s presidents involved. 

· It was motioned by Christy and seconded by Luis with all in favor for Renee` to be the Special Olympics Coordinator and Danielle to be the 2007 Convention Coordinator.
